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CONSTITUTION OF THE K-W CHRISTIAN SCHOOL SOCIETY

The K-W Christian School Society owns and operates Laurentian Hills Christian School. Membership in the
Society is by subscription to a Constitution, the Basis of which is given below:

ARTICLE IT - BASIS

The basis and principle guidelines of the society are the
following:

1.

LIFE: We believe that human life in its entirety is
religion. God created men and women to serve Him
everywhere and requires Christians to educate their
children for His service.

BIBLE: We believe the Bible to be the infallible
word of God. That the sixty-six books, as originally
written, comprising the Old and New Testament
were inspired by the Spirit of God and were entirely
free from error. That the Bible is the final
authority in all matters of faith and practice and
the only frue basis of Christian unity, and the truth
by which the Holy Spirit enables us to understand
the nature of God, His creation and ourselves.

GOD: We believe in one God, Creator of all, holy,
sovereign, eternal, existing in three equal persons;
the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. This only
living and true God has revealed Himself in the Holy
Scriptures.

CHRIST: We believe in the deity of Jesus Christ,
in His eternal existence with the Father, in the pre-
incarnate glory, in His virgin birth, sinless life,
substitutionary death, bodily resurrection,
triumphant Ascension, mediatorial ministry and
personal return.

HOLY SPIRIT: We believe in the deity and
personality of the Holy Spirit who convinces of sin,
of righteousness, and of judgment; who renews our
hearts to love God and our neighbour, and redirects
our understanding to rightly know, God, ourselves
and the world.

HUMANKIND: We believe that man and woman
were created in the divine image of God; that in the
Garden of Eden, the man and woman were tempted
by Satan, the archenemy of God and His people.
That they yielded to this temptation and, by this
sin, became guilty before God, totally depraved,
thereby incurring physical and spiritual death. We
believe in the historical happening of Creation as
revealed in the Word of God. We believe and teach

the Scriptural account of creation as truth and all
other explanations as theory.

SALVATION: We believe that salvation is by
the grace of Almighty God, that by the will of the
Father, Christ voluntarily suffered and died,
paying the penalty for our sins; that justification
is by faith alone in the all sufficient sacrifice and
resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ, and that
those who respond to God's effectual call shall be
divinely preserved and finally perfected in the
image of the Lord.

KINGDOM OF GOD: We believe that the
Kingdom of God is His righteous and universal
reign through Jesus Christ whose rule in grace
and power makes education possible and
meaningful. In obedience to Christ we submit
every area of life to His commandment to love the
Lord with all our heart and mind.

PURPOSE OF EDUCATION: We believe that the
purpose of Christian education is to direct and
guide children to commit their lives to Christ, the
Truth; to attain understanding, wisdom and
righteousness and to perform fto their full
capacity and potential in responsible service for
the Lord in every aspect of life.

PARENTS AND CHILDREN: We believe that God
has given to parents the responsibility to nurture
and educate their children. Children of the
Christian home are a heritage of the Lord. These
children, needing direction, correction and
instruction, should receive Christian education.

THE TEACHER: We believe that the teacher, as
servant of God, exercising authority in his or her
calling as educator of the student, is accountable
to the parents through the board of directors.

THE CHRISTIAN SCHOOL: We believe that the
school is an educational institution established
and directed by an association of Christian
believers, functioning in education in total
submission to Christ. The school is not subject to
any ecclesiastical organization.

13. CHRISTIAN UNITY: We believe that, based on
the directives of 1 Corinthians 13, and because of
the unique nature of the school as being non-
denominational in character, harmony and unity are
fundamental goals of the Association. As Christ
Himself taught us: “Love God with all one's being,
and love one's neighbour as oneself."

Article III: PURPOSE

The purpose of the Society is to maintain (a) school(s)
for the instruction of children of Christian parents.
Such instruction to be in accordance with Article 2 and
directed toward the end that these children may occupy
their places worthily, in society, church and state.

Article IV: MEMBERSHIP

All persons, who have reached the age of 18, and who
subscribe to Article 2 of this constitution and whose
membership dues have been paid shall qualify for
membership of this organization. Membership includes
the privilege of voting at the meetings of the society,
eligible to be a candidate on committee or board as well
as readiness to participate in activities entered by the
organization on behalf of the school(s).

A membership fee shall be set by the Board from time
to time and authorized by the members of the Society.
If a member is unable, for financial reasons, to meet
the obligations for membership, the Board may, at its
discretion, reduce the fee in whole or part.

The purpose of the LHCS Student Code of Conduct is to encourage students to follow Christian
standards of behavior by clearly indicating acceptable behavior.

Our Relationship with God.
e We speak of God in respectful ways.
e We encourage close relationships with God, other people and ourselves through Bible
reading, prayer, sharing, efc.

Our Relationship with those in Authority.
e We are respectful in our speech and conduct.
¢ We are obedient to those in authority over us.
¢ We do not condone disrespect displayed by others to those in authority.

Our Relationship to Others.
e Weare respectful of each other.
e We address each other properly and not resort to name calling, swearing or other
bad language.
e We respect each other's person and remember 'no touching except for helping'.
e We learn to apologize when we fail and to seek God's strength to continue trying to
live in fellowship.

Our Relationship to School Property.
e We respect school property. This includes furniture, books, equipment and building.
e We report any damage done and volunteer to pay for damages if we are responsible.
e We accept responsibility for the cleanliness of the school grounds.

DISCIPLINE POLICY

Discipline is a part of the learning process and is a means to assist children to develop Christ-
honouring self-control, to recognize acceptable behaviour, fo grow in respect for God, authority,
each other and the rest of God's creation.

Laurentian Hills Christian School acknowledges that all children are made in God's image and are
therefore very special to God and to us. The staff shows respect for students by their choice of
disciplinary measures. Because LHCS teachers strive to build self-esteem, they do not employ
corporal punishment or harsh, belittling disciplinary measures of any kind. The Christian approach
to discipline does not emphasize punishment but rather seeks to guide towards improvement. It
involves re-direction - a turning away from inappropriate thoughts and behaviours and turning
towards the appropriate.

These concepts are taught in class and elsewhere by word and example:
+ keeping eyes and ears open to measure success

- addressing unacceptable behaviours and attitudes when the need arises
« interviewing those in conflict, facilitating a mutually acceptable solution

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* monitoring closely as needed
* involving other care giving adults in the process.

Serious discipline offenses requiring zero tolerance may result in immediate suspension. For
further details please refer to the LHCS Parent Handbook - Discipline.

PARENTAL INVOLVEMENT

Since Laurentian Hills Christian School is a parent run school, expectations for parental involvement
are high. All parents of LHCS students are encouraged to become members of the K-W Christian
School society, which governs the school via an elected board and supporting committees.
Membership meetings are held twice annually, and volunteers willing to commit to 3-year terms or
help out with short-term projects are always prized. Parents are regularly asked to volunteer in the
classrooms, drive on school field trips, coach, referee, help with playground supervision and so on.
In addition, all families are asked to participate in fund raising activities, formalized in the "GIFTS"
(Get Involved for the Students) program. "Share-the-Load" allows for choice in which activities to
participate in and clearly lays out expectations.

The benefits of parental involvement in LHCS go far beyond reducing the financial needs of the
school. By volunteering whatever time or talents they have, parents gain an opportunity to get to
know and work with their child(ren)'s teacher(s), friends and friends’ parents, a sense of belonging
and greater commitment to the school community and the satisfaction in giving of themselves for
the benefit of others. Sometimes, we even have fun (imagine that!).

SCHOOL LIFE

LHCS provides a rich environment which addresses each students’ need for physical, emotional,
mental and spiritual growth and development. Devotions are held in the classroom each morning, and
a monthly assembly or singalong is hosted by each grade in turn. Each assembly develops a facet of
that year's school theme. Parents and grandparents are invited and welcome to enjoy these events
as well as the dramas and musical productions which are part of our Christmas and Easter

celebrations.

To build good relationships between the senior and primary ends of the student body, LHCS has
established partner grades and colour groups. Older and younger students read and socialize with
each other regularly. Playday, inframurals, field day, cross country and skiing, student-staff
baseball, floor hockey and volleyball games are all ways in which LHCS builds a diversity of interests
and fosters love and encouragement between students and staff.

LHCS teachers encourage students to develop their gifts and talents to serve each other and to
serve God and community. Laurentian Hills Christian School students regularly participate in
charitable bake sales, food bank drives and choir events at a local senior citizens home. They also
participate in the Ontario Alliance of Christian Schools sports events and an annual OACS Fine Arts
Festival.

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SCHOOL PROGRAMS AND CURRICULUM

Laurentian Hills Christian School administration and staff set high academic standards. The
academic content is comparable to the course of studies suggested by the Ontario Ministry of
Education, but being fully integrated with a Christian perspective, it differs substantially in
interpretation. The full Junior Kindergarten through Grade 8 program taught at LHCS follows a
carefully planned course of study which reflects the school's mission and Christian educational
philosophy.

BIBLE - The purpose of teaching Bible is to impart knowledge of the Bible to children, to open up
ways for children to know and love their Lord and to move children to a deeper faith. Thoroughly
faithful to the Word, fresh and creative in its teaching approach, "The Story of God and His
People” is a Christian Schools International series that leads students in a careful study of the
Scripture and a knowledge that they too, fit intfo God's plan. Memorization of Scripture is done
regularly with passages relevant to the course of study.

LANGUAGE ARTS - The language arts program is the academic heart of our curriculum. Language
is such a special gift of God that He made it permeate all other aspects of our lives. It involves
listening, speaking, reading and writing in the foundational skills (this includes phonics, spelling,
grammar, penmanship, public speaking and creative writing). Reading is taught with a literature
rich, structured phonetic approach. Ingrades JK-2 we use Open Court materials.

FRENCH - Learning a second language strengthens the student’s first language skills, enhances
their critical and creative thinking abilities and gives them an appreciation of other cultures.
Recognizing Canada as a bilingual country, French is the second language that is taught from Junior
Kindergarten to Grade 8. At the primary level, an informal and fun approach to French introduces
students to new sounds and pronunciation, while giving them a basic vocabulary of words and
phrases

MATHEMATICS - Our Math program strives to help students investigate and discover that
creation has numerical order and unity. It shows how math techniques have aided us in opening up
God's creation in our understanding. The selected textbook series covers the whole range of math
topics and is followed in all grades to assure continuity.

CREATION STUDIES (JK - 3) SCIENCE/SOCIAL STUDIES (K-6) - The goal of this program is
to enable each child to say: "I am a child of God who has been given the task of caring for my
Father's world”. Following a thematic approach, children are brought into a closer relationship with
creation and their community. Students will encounter a wide range of topics, utilizing their science
skills of observing, classifying, measuring etc., which are developed through several levels.

SOCIAL STUDIES (7/8) - Geography - Our objective is to instill in the student a balanced and
knowledgeable interest in the lands, peoples and problems of our world. Issues such as use of the
world's resources, hunger and famine, and differences between cultures are examined from a
Christian perspective. History - We present an overview of world history from the earliest times
to the present and also Canadian history. Our goal is that students will gain a deeper perception of
their roles as citizens of the world and that they will understand history as the development of
God's plan and purposes in the affairs of people.
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MUSIC - Frequent singing teaches children to use their voices, expressing praise and gratitude to
our Lord. Other aspects of the music program include music appreciation and theory. In the upper
grades, the basics of recorder and tone chimes are taught. Piano instruction is available for an
extra fee.

ART - Our aim is to develop the child's ability for expression by means of a wide variety of art
mediums and activities. In the upper grades, the various elements of art, such as space, movement,
colour, fexture, design, etc. are stressed.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION - In the primary and junior grades, the emphasis lies on the development
of motor co-ordination and muscle tone development as well as initial sports skills. The senior
grades continue to develop these skills and focus on sports such as baseball, soccer, football and
volleyball. Special attention is paid to cross country running and athletics in preparation for annual
track and field days (local & district OACS meets).

FAMILY LIFE STUDIES - Our health program deals with the whole area of relationships. It
includes the students’ understanding of themselves, changes in their lives, family roles,
responsibilities, relationships, friendship and love.

« Other: anxiety, feeling of “impending doom”, headache
Early recognition of symptoms and immediate treatment could save a person’s life.

Act quickly. The first signs of a reaction can be mild, but symptoms can get worse very quickly.

1. Give epinephrine auto-injector (e.g. EpiPen® or Twinject™) at the first sign of a reaction occurring in conjunction with a
known or suspected contact with allergen. Give a second dose in 10 to 15 minutes or sooner IF the reaction continues or
worsens. (See second page for instructions.)

2. Call 911. Tell them someone is having a life-threatening allergic reaction. Ask them to send an ambulance immediately.

3. Go to the nearest hospital, even if symptoms are mild or have stopped. Stay in the hospital for an appropriate period
of observation, generally 4 hours, but at the discretion of the ER physician. The reaction could come back.

4. Call contact person.

CODE OF CONDUCT FOR STUDENTS USING THE BUS

The objective of student transportation is to provide a safe and secure ride for students to and from
school or other sites with professional drivers and proper equipment. The school bus driver understands
and respects the responsibilities they are entrusted with. They deserve the respect of their passengers.
In this regard the expectations for student behaviour while riding the bus are the same expectations as
in the school the student attends. The principal of the school will discipline bus students who do not
comply with the following rules of conduct. Parents should report any infraction of the rules of conduct
directly to the principal.

RULES OF CONDUCT

1. The bus driver is responsible for the bus and the safe and timely transportation of students. Students
must pay attention to the driver's instructions.

2. Students shall not create a disturbance by distracting the driver's attention, (except in the case of an
emergency) or be interfering with other students or their belongings.

3. Bus students are expected to arrive at their pick up point five minutes before bus arrival time. Bus

scheduling is such that the bus drivers cannot wait for students who are late.

Bus students are expected to conduct themselves in an orderly manner at bus stops prior to boarding.

Bus students must wait well back from the curb or roadway until the bus comes to a complete stop.

Students shall board the bus promptly in single file without crowding, pushing or tripping, and make

their way to their seat and shall remain seated, and proceed to leave only after the bus is stopped,

unless otherwise directed by their bus driver.

7. Students are to hold books, lunch boxes, and other objects on their lap or on the floor at their feet,
never in the aisle, to avoid tripping someone. Large objects that do not fit under the seat or on a
students lap will not be allowed on the bus.

8. Students must have prior permission from the bus driver to carry hockey sticks, skates or bats.
Skates, when carried on a school bus, must have skate guards or protective material in place.

9. Students are to keep their arms and head inside the vehicle at all times and must never interfere with
emergency doors/exits or any part of the vehicle equipment.

10. Rowdly behaviour, swearing, smoking, rudeness to the driver, passer-by or other motorists, throwing any
item is prohibited on the school bus.

11. Eating and drinking is strictly prohibited on the school bus.

12. Students/parents will be held responsible for any damage to the bus resulting from improper behaviour
or carelessness. To help enforce this the bus driver may implement assigned seating.

13. Never leave the bus at any stop other than that predetermined by school or parental permission. If
there is room on the bus a student may take a friend on the bus provided there is school or parental
permission. (Permission slips available at the school)

14. Students must not use the back two seats of the bus unti/ all other seats are filled; if these seats are
used, they must be vacated as soon as possible for safety reasons.

15. Passengers leaving the vehicle should cross only in front of the school bus and approximately 3 meters
from the front of the bus.

16. School bus patrols are appointed by the principal to assist the driver - they are trained in bus
emergency procedures and their instructions are to be followed in such circumstances.

17. Riding a school bus is a privilege! Any student failing to comply with the rules is endangering the lives
of all the passengers, and could loose the privilege of riding on the bus.

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Bus drivers are required to submit a Student Behaviour Report to the principal for any pupil who
refuses to comply with this code of conduct.

DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES

Responsibility for Discipline

a. The principal shall be responsible for the behaviour of students while on the school bus/

b. Bus drivers are encouraged to practice preventive discipline procedures and discuss them with the
principal.

c. The driver shall report infractions to the principal. The principal shall keep a record book or student
card to show dates of specific offences, and act to keep the bus a safe place for each student.

Bus Discipline Procedures - Normal Pattern (may vary depending on the nature of the incident
involved):
a. Step 1- Student warning by bus driver If no improvement:

b. Step 2 - Student warning by bus driver and notification to school principal using a Student Behaviour
Report. Student warning by school principal. Notification to parents(s) or guardian(s).
If no improvement:

¢. Step 3 - Student warning by school principal. Notification to parents(s) or guardian(s) and
Transportation Committee Chairperson.  If no improvement:

d. Step 4 - Temporary suspension of bus riding privileges by principal. Notification of student, parent(s)
or guardian(s), driver of school bus, Transportation Committee Chairperson and the Board President
by letter. If no improvement:

e. Step 5 - Suspension of bus riding privileges by principal. Notification of student, parent(s) or
guardian(s), driver of school bus, Transportation Committee Chairperson and the Board President.
This suspension will continue until a satisfactory understanding has been reached with all concerned.

Procedures for Suspension - Emergency
Where, in the opinion of the principal, it is advisable to delegate the authority for a one-way suspension
to a driver of a school-owned bus or a bus contractor for specific reasons (eg. habitual offenders); and,

Where pre-authorization has been discussed with a driver regarding such specific problems, such
authority may be delegated by the principal where it is understood that:

a) the principal retains ultimate responsibility for such action,

b) the driver shall not alter the regular drop-off point,

c) the driver will advise the principal or his/her delegate of such action on the same calendar day.

NOTE: In an emergency situation not covered in above procedures, drivers and or contractors must
contact the appropriate principal or Transportation Committee Chairperson as soon as possible.

Authority to Drive a Bus: A person driving a school-owned bus shall have been approved as a qualified
competent bus driver by the Board's Transportation Committee.

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Disembarking: Permission for a student to disembark from the student's school bus at a place other than
the normal home stop requires:
o approval of the principal if satisfied that the parents/guardians of the student are aware of such
arrangements.
e that the principal give the bus driver written authority to deposit the student at a designated
place other than the normal home stop.

Time Limits:  Whenever possible, bus rides will be limited to one hour or less.

Exceptions:
a) road and traffic conditions
b) budget constraints as determined by the Board and Society
c) area served by school is too large to make this feasible
